Customized Information Security Risk Assessment 

Risk assessments enable organizations to understand how events can inhibit the achievement of 
business objectives. The purpose of the risk assessment is to help determine the inherent and residual 
risks in order to establish the level of documentation and the extent of testing that needs to be 
performed.  

A risk assessment requires two perspectives: impact and probability. Impact reflects the effect of events, 
while probability or likelihood reflects the potential for events to occur.  

When considering the impact of a risk in an organization, some factors to be included might be the 

security of operations in the organization, the implementation of an unapproved change, or the 
availability, maintenance or integrity (calculation accuracy, completeness, etc.) of information in a system 
or application.  

When considering the probability of a risk in an organization, some factors to be included might be the 

volume of transactions running through, the age and the past history of issues related to, and the 
complexity of the technology used in a system or application and the difference between custom in-
house programming versus off-the-shelf packages.
